We are signed up to the JustTextGiving service operated by Vodaphone. 

We pay nothing for it, the service is free, no sign up fee, and no costs for 

anyone making a donation apart from the donation itself and your normal text 

cost. 

Making donations is easy, by texting CCWC11 plus the amount of you donation 

which can be £1, £2, £3, £4, £5 or £10 to 70070, that’s all there is to it! and 

you will receive a text thanking you for donating to Christ Church Portsdown.  

If you want to donate and not sure about doing it bring your mobile to church 

and we can help you with it. There are also posters in the church and the hall 

explaining how it works, and you will see the large banner on display soon.  At 

the time of writing this, mid August, the amount donated to date is £25, let 

us see what we can do this month.
