The greatest of these is…….. 
Those collecting for charity often have the experience 
when someone refuses to give, and as they refuse they 
close the door saying, “Charity begins at home!”  
Charity……. 
Many will remember the old King James Version (KJV) 

of the Bible which translated the word ‘love as ‘charity’ - hence we had 
readings of verses such as “faith hope and charity abide, the greatest of 
these is charity.” The word charity was used to translate a particular NT 
Greek word ‘agape’ that identified a specific type of love - God’s special 
deep love (as opposed to various human expressions).  
Charity begins………… 
We associate charity with the task of giving to those in need, either directly 
or through the various charitable organizations. We may have different 
ideas as to who the really needy are. It has been very apparent recently 
that the majority of people have recognized that the victims of the recent 
Tsunami disaster in Asia are very much in need and have responded ac-
cordingly in very generous charitable giving. Now, we mustn’t forget the 
other ongoing needs around the world, either.  
Charity obviously begins where there is a need. For some, if they say that 
charity begins at home, they mean that we should be looking after ‘our own’ 
first. But what if the person who says this found themselves in a Tsunami 
disaster - would they not be dismayed if others said “no, we are not going 
to give to you, because we are going to look after our own first - charity be-
gins at home you know!” Now we would recognize that such an attitude is 
very selfish and damaging. If everyone had that attitude then we would be 
living in a very hostile world. One thing that has come out of the Asian trag-
edy is the realization that we live in a ‘smaller’ world, where communica-
tions and travel keep us in touch with others on the other side of the world. 
We have all identified with the sufferings of others, and realised our com-
mon humanity. The perception of what we consider to be ‘our own’ has 
changed and expanded.  
Charity begins at………. 
The bible teaches that God is love, and that love comes from God. God 
loved humanity first. That word for God’s love - ‘agape’. Charity is all about 
love. That love is expressed in selfless giving. The definition of charity be-
gun then with a rendering of God’s selfless love for his creation. This is 
what charity really is. And so when we now speak of it, we should realise

that charitable giving is never about looking after our own or ourselves 
first.  
Charity begins in God’s heart……….. 
Charity begins with God and his selfless love for us. Humanity is made in 
his image, made to give and receive love, and made to convey God’s 
character and love. This then changes the whole focus of charity and 
where it really begins. In a different sense, charity does begin at home - it 
begins from inside our own hearts, with you and me, with our own self-
less giving first. Because that is the way that God intended charity love to 
be. Love your neighbour as you love yourself, says the Commandment. 
The bible doesn’t ever say that ‘charity begins at home’. It does in effect 
say that ‘charity begins from the heart, and must be given willingly from 
the heart to those in need, whoever they are’.

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From Beyond the Hill 
Curate’s Corner  

 

When I wrote my last article to you we were all about to 
enjoy Christmas and enter a new year perhaps looking 
forward with all the hope and expectations that 2005 

might bring. Suddenly our lives were interrupted with the horrific news and 
pictures that were beamed across the world of the catastrophic disaster in 
South East Asia. It seems hard to conceive that out of the blue such a disas-
ter could occur. I am sure that like me many of you asked such questions as 
to how or why this could happen. Where was God in all this? 
 

I like everybody else felt compelled to help in whatever way was possible. 
There was a huge response world wide to the disaster and the money col-
lected has been amazing, everybody has responded in one way or another. 
Along with a group of friends I became involved in collecting various items of 
clothing, food, household goods and medical aid. People have been so keen 
to help and I would like to extend a big thank you to all of you who through the 
various churches and organisations gave so generously.  
 

We became involved with a local group in Southampton called Friends of the 
Maldives. They have been sending out aid to this beautiful group of islands 
who’s very communities have been torn apart by the Tsunami. Although the 
loss of life in the Maldives was not so high as some of the other areas their 
homes and livelihoods were destroyed and they desperately needed the ba-
sics to sustain their everyday lives. Alongside other volunteers we have been 
packing all the goods in a warehouse that was kindly offered by a business in 
Southampton. We have spent some wonderful time all working together. I 
have met many new people and the feeling of actually doing something has 
been very positive. There has been a real sense of team- work as together we 
packed, taped and marked the boxes ready to be weighed. It was amazing to 
see the goods loaded onto pallets ready to be taken by lorry to the airport to 
be airlifted out to the islands. Local food suppliers have been donating food 
for all the volunteers on a daily basis. I believe that disasters such as this do 
bring people together and makes the point that we are not isolated on our 
own little island but that we are part of a much bigger picture. Globally we are 
joined with all other human beings, people just like us who are in fact our own 
brothers and sisters. 
 

So where was God in all this? I believe that he is there wherever and when-
ever people are caring for and helping one another. People who care and 
show love and compassion are sharing and showing God’s love. Disasters

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More From the Church Archives…. (2) 

 

Here are some more interesting clippings from the 
Portsdown Post  
February Parish Magazines from 1961 to 1962 
and 1971 to 1974.  
 

In 1961 & 1962 copies of the Portsmouth Dioce-
san News (price one penny, monthly) were distributed with the 
magazine. 
In 1961: “Cell meetings” (like our home groups) were being held for 
study and prayer in homes in the parish in Victoria Avenue, Hillside 
Avenue, Hilltop Crescent, and in Carmarthen Avenue. 
In 1962: The “Cell” leaders had a special monthly fellowship meet-
ing in The Dale as well as regular meetings in other venues. 
In 1971: The General Secretary of  Simeon’s Trustees was the 
preacher at all the Sunday services on 14th February.    
In 1972: CMS Link partner John Ridout wrote about his visit to 
Christ Church and a “Missionary Breakfast” after communion; many 
quick fire questions over the coffee after morning service; and an 
interview into the Whittles tape-recorder at afternoon tea. Their re-
port ended “We have been strengthened by my visit to Portsdown 
and reassured once again that we are working together with many 
friends on a common task”.  * 
In 1973: A meeting was called to begin the planning for the Centen-
ary Celebrations, which would be held in July 1974. 
From across the Solent a former curate, Rev. Peter Collins wrote to 
say that Parkhurst Prison was now on his preaching agenda. 
At home, Alec Price was congratulated on being given permission 
(during his training for the auxiliary ministry) to assist the vicar. 
In 1974: Colourfully wrapped parcels were requested for the Garden 
Party, containing gifts (up to 25p, or sweets for children). 
The vicar was then taking his turn as Rural Dean of Havant. 
The editorial commented on encouraging a simpler life style: 
“No more cheap petrol”, “Why so much packaging”, “Re-examine 
our priorities”  were phrases which were meaningfully linked with 
“More sharing” and “The Holy Spirit supplies plentiful power”.
