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From the Other Side of the Hill����
 

What do Bishop Crispin Hollis, Bishop Michael Scott-
Joynt, Baptist minister Rev Frank Boyd, Salvation 
Army Major Ian Barr and MEP Baroness Emma 
Nicholson have in common? A Churches Together in 
Hampshire forum at the cathedral revealed the an-
swer as “Europe” as they agreed a constitutional ref-
erendum “Yes” vote is desirable. 
 

Apparently the EU at present has no legal identity 
and therefore no voice in the United Nations Assembly, only one dele-
gate. At present  25 member countries are held together only through 
treaties, so the constitution (which is well outlined in the BBC website) 
would be a simplification of all these individual treaties. Then the EU 
would be entitled to a seat on the UN Security Council and able to 
properly represent its population of 450,000,000 people. 
 

The EU is a community of secular values, but these are influenced by  
traditions: 79% Christian, 3 % Muslim, 2 % Jewish 12% Humanist. The 
EU is well respected worldwide as the world’s biggest aid donor and 
the second largest democracy – after India, and before the USA. Re-
calling that we have had peace in Europe for 50 years, one speaker 
said his own father and grandfather had been ‘called up’ for National 
Service, but neither he nor his sons had been required to do so. 
 

The three main advantages in having UN resolutions at the heart of EU 
Law are: (1) Individual Human Rights, (2) International Labour Conven-
tion on Workers’ Rights, and (3) The Rights of the Child.  
 

Through a common foreign policy, the EU was able to send a team to 
Iraq to monitor the recent elections. Britain is considered to have the 
highest tolerance rate, and is envied for this among the nations. 
The major Christian role involves speaking out against all corruption, 
however and whenever it occurs, and bearing witness day by day to 
Godly values. Hearing some honest opinions has helped me clarify 
ideas on important global issues concerning the G8, world trade, aid, 
multi-nationals and totocracies. Some lighter reasons for being in the 
EU were “enjoying other VW drivers wave to one in Germany”, “the 
freedom to go caravanning in France” - even easier with the Euro! The 
last word was that “the rest of the world sees us as Europe”!

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The Mothers Union Helps TSUNAMI Victims. 
The Mothers Union at Mary Sumner House for many years 
have held a "Relief Fund" for Disasters worldwide. We 
send money immediately to where it is needed, (not to 
Governments). 
We have Mothers Union workers in most countries. Within 
hours of the Tsunami happening £5,000 was sent to our 
workers in Colombo in Sri Lanka, to the Anglican Church in 

Thailand, based at Christ Church in Bangkok, also to the Women’s Fellow-
ship for Christian Service in North India. In both areas the aim is for funds 
to contribute to purchasing emergency supplies in the local area for those 
who have been affected by the tsunami. The Mothers Union in Sri Lanka 
has travelled with the Bishop of Colombo to the affected areas and the 
diocese has worked with local agencies to set up a relief and rehabilitation 
desk to co-ordinate relief work. The Anglican Church at Christ Church in 
Bangkok has set up a special tsunami response team. The team has re-
cently visited two villages in the Ranong Province that have previously not 
been reached by relief aid. Food and basic medical supplies were ex-
tremely appreciated by the villagers there. WFCS and Church in North In-
dia are working with those affected by the tsunami, particularly on the An-
daman and Nicobar Islands. A Relief and Rehabilitation Programme has 
been set up and a team of 53 volunteers are working around the clock to 
provide immediate relief in terms of food, clothing medicine and personal 
counselling. More money is being sent all the time. 
Mary Sumner House has also contacted areas further afield that were 
affected to a lesser extent by the wave, including Mauritius, Madagascar 
and the Seychelles. The wonderful thing is that any money given to the 
Relief Fund has NOTHING taken out of it for administration. 
If anybody would like to contribute to our Relief Fund please make 
cheques payable to "The Mothers Union" and give them to me and I will 
take them to Mary Sumner House when I go next month to a Finance 
Meeting. 
We also do a lot of wonderful work in other parts of the world namely in 
Africa where currently we are running a "Literacy Project" teaching mainly 
women to read and write. Comic Relief were so impressed with our work 
they have granted us ¾ of a million pounds over five years to further our 
work.

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Henry Edward Gallagher 
 

On Saturday April 23rd at 2 pm at Christ Church a memorial stone will 
be dedicated to Henry Edward Gallagher commemorating his part in 
the Battle of Rorkes Drift. All are welcome to attend.  
 

The following is a brief account of his involvement in the battle. It is 
taken from the website www.portsdown-tunnels.org.uk. (If you haven’t 
already discovered this website, it is well worth a visit.) 
 

Henry Edward Gallagher was born in March 1855 of a poor Roman 
Catholic family at Thurles, County Tipperary, Ireland. His farming par-
ents died of disease so the Catholic Church took over the farm and 
raised Henry. He began his working life as a clerk. 
 

At the age of 19 Henry ran away and boarded a ship for Liverpool. On 
the 13 March 1874 he enlisted for the 25th Brigade of the British 
Army - Regimental number 81 - for 12 years service with the 24th 
(Warwickshire) Regiment of Foot. He was assigned to 'B' company of 
the 2nd Battalion. 
 

On 9 January 1879 his Battalion advanced towards the frontier of Zu-
luland and set-up camp by two thatched buildings - a storehouse and 
a field hospital - which made up the small mission station known as 
Rorke's Drift. It was a place Henry and his comrades would remem-
ber for the rest of their lives. 
 

At three in the afternoon on Wednesday 22 January 1879 news 
reached the camp that the British Army outpost at Isandlwana had 
been taken by the Zulus and all the men in it massacred. A wing of 
the Zulu Army was now on its way to attack Rorke's Drift. A decision 
was made to stand and fight. The camp was hurriedly fortified with 
anything to hand, and Sergeant Gallagher was placed in charge of 
the south wall where two wagons had been included in the barricade. 
There were 139 men to defend the post, a quarter of whom had been 
hospital patients that morning. 
 

It is estimated that 3,000 Zulus, of which 350 were killed, attacked 
them. The battle left 15 defenders dead, 2 dying and 10 wounded. 
Eleven Victoria Crosses were awarded, the most ever gained by one 
regiment for a single action in British Military history. Henry carried 
the scars of the defence with a permanent blue mark on the right side

of his nose, which was a powder burn caused by the back flash each 
time he fired his rifle.  
 

The trauma of battle suffered by the defenders had a 
deep effect on them and many soldiers discharged 
from Army service soon after the war. Henry chose to 
remain with the Colours and became known as 'A 
Rorke's Drift man'. 
 

Henry Edward Gallagher died at his home on 17 De-
cember 1931 aged 75 and was buried with full military 
honours at Christ Church, Portsdown, Portsmouth. 
 

A more detailed account of Sergeant Gallagher’s life 
can also be found in ‘The Quiet Sergeant’ by Roger 
Lane; available at the back of the Church.

Zarebi buys the wool from a village in southern Georgia, near to the 
border with Turkey. Women spin and dye it on the mountainsides, 
and Zarebi then transport it to Tbilisi for use in the prison. In this way 
the project is helping to unite the mountain women, the women pris-
oners, and the impoverished children.

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More From the Church Archives…. (4) 
 

Here are some more interesting clippings from the 
Portsdown Post April Parish Magazines from 1961 
to 1962 and also 1971 to 1974.  
 

In 1961: The APCM was held over until after Easter 
due to illness but the Vicar, Frank Worwood, hoped 
it would send everyone forward in good heart, worshipping happily 
together, learning more of the truth as it is in Christ, and becoming 
more outward looking in activities. 
 

In l962: This story was told. A small boy wanted to know “What  is 
Easter?” so his mother told him to ask the vicar. The vicar told him 
that it marked the most exciting event in world history and described 
how One who had been dead came alive, was not limited by space 
or time, and wanted to share with those who believed in Him. The 
boy was assured that the story was true and that is why the church 
exists and grows and why Sundays commemorate the first Easter 
morning.  
So the boy went home and asked his mother, “What are Vicars 
for ?” 
 

In 1971: The Altar Frontal made by Miss Jane Chrystal of  
Meonstoke House, was given in memory of Mrs Ida D West, and 
was dedicated by the Bishop of Portsmouth 
 

In 1972: Jill Herrington & Gillian Cross were among the confirmation 
group. “Defend O Lord these your servants with your heavenly 
grace; that they may continue yours forever, and daily increase in 
your Holy Spirit more and more, until they come into your everlast-
ing kingdom.” 
 

In 1973: The pending arrival of George Gebauer was announced 
(after being ordained deacon in the summer) and volunteers were 
requested to paint 159 The Dale, ready for the new curate and his 
wife. 
 

In 1974 There was a request for gentlemen to search garages and 
sheds for off cuts of timber 1.5 ft x 4 ft x5 ft for use in the Centenary 
Flower Festival. There was a further plea for articles and photo-
graphs for the exhibition “1874 - 1974”, to be held in July.  
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A Thought for Today. 
Make today a very Special Day because it is the last day of your 
life - So Far. 
Tomorrow (if it comes) will be the first day of the rest of your life. 
Make today a Happy, Helpful day, being pleasant, helpful and kind 
to others and doing whatever you do with good intent and good 
heart. 
 
Leave not until ÁTomorrow' what can - and should be done today - 
for ÁTomorrow' never comes. 
On the stroke of Midnight, ÁToday' becomes ÁYesterday' and what 
was called ÁTomorrow' becomes another ÁToday'. 
 
ÁYesterday' is only a set of memories, some good, some probably 
best forgotten, except for the fact that they are the ones we can best 
do something about, such as correcting mistakes we made, apolo-
gising for unkind words that we have spoken, doing things we didn't 
do and should have done, and trying to Áundo' things we should not 
have done. 
 
Try to make 'Today' a much better day than 'Yesterday', profiting 
from the lessons learned and so that the memories of it will give 
pleasure and not regrets for the future. 
 
Spend part of today planning and preparing for the 'Tomorrows' still 
to come - not only that which will immediately follow 'Today', but 
those to come in the weeks, months and years ahead. 
 
Consider your career future, not only for yourself, but for your family, 
friends and employment; how you can best keep abreast of new de-
velopments, new technology and how you can operate more effi-
ciently and economically. Determine where and what you want to be 
in 1, 5, 10, 20, etc. years ahead and what you have to do to achieve 
that target. 
 
Make 'Today' very special for, as has already been said "It is the last 
day of your life - So Far " and God, in his wisdom, may decide that 
the time has come for Him to take back the words "So Far". They 
were only on loan - hopefully on extended loan.
