—_—— me lately.  There have been the obvious

examples of stunning views and unexpected
\\ discoveries, especially away from home. But

there have also been equally 'praiseful’ times
at home - usually something to do with flowers and plants or
creation.

Many people are affected by the drama and beauty of creation -
surely that is as God intended, and a reason for us to take care of
his world.

And All That Jazz

The 23™ Brecon Jazz Festival took place in mid-Wales in August, and
among the many enthusiasts attending were four from Christ Church,
two having been made honorary Welsh persons for the occasion. To
quote from the publicity material, "the Brecon International Festival
of Jazz is a vibrant, warm and friendly event showcasing the finest
jazz performers from all corners of the globe against the backdrop
of the Brecon Beacons, the National Park renowned for its
outstanding natural beauty and scenic walks”. The Festival comprised
29 concerts in a range of styles from the fraditional to the avant-
garde, and in settings ranging from a Cathedral to a marquee, and
also had a "stroller” programme giving a choice of about 60 live music
performances across the weekend held indoors, outdoors, under
canvas and in the open air.

There was something for everyone, but there is no doubt that for us,
and many others, the highlight of the weekend was the Jazz Festival
Service held in Brecon Cathedral on the Sunday morning. Brecon
Cathedral was founded in 1093 as a Benedictine Priory on the site of
an earlier church, and the building today is much as it has been for
about 700 years - not too big and with a very homely, comfortable
feel. The service was conducted by the Dean of Brecon, The Very
Reverend John Davies, and was notable for its feeling of warmth,
great good humour, uplifting music and the talk given by the main
speaker, Dr George Carey, the former Archbishop of Canterbury. As
the "Adamant” traditional jazz band entered the building, with its
leader at the head carrying an open umbrella a-la New Orleans style
and playing the opening hymn "When the Saints go Marching In" it
was impossible not to get caught up in the mood. Prayers and
readings were followed by two songs from an American professional

singer (Sharon Sheets), one of which she had sung at the memorial

service following the Columbine School massacre, and the other
following Hurricane Katrina in New Orleans. In his address, Dr Carey
drew a comparison between the origins of jazz and Christianity and
their roots with the poor people, and we were left with the overall
message that Christianity was fun. In keeping with the general mood
the Dean announced that Dr Carey would be selling a CD of his jokes
outside afterwards, and also that the collection hymn would be sung
twice so that people could find the right notes (think about it). After
some wonderful piano music from a professional player (Derek
Paravicini) which was all the more remarkable because he was blind,
and hymns and prayers, we toe-tapped our way out of the cathedral
led by the band, and assembled by the adjacent tea-shop for some
refreshment in the sunshine while the band played for our enjoyment.
The service was recorded for BBC Radio Wales. All-in-all a great
experience and one we all very much enjoyed.

Many church members live just up around the
corner from the church and Christ Church Gardens,
where the last two houses on London Road are still
within the city (PO7 5BS). The Dale, a long winding
road, with 200 homes, is not the most popular
